GENERAL

1.	The Exercise will take place at Longmoor Camp (LC) commencing on Friday 22nd July 2011.

ADMINISTRATION 

Assembly

2. Those attending should arrive at Sqn HQ in CS95 (Greens) between 18:15 and 18:30.

3. Cadets will be transported by minibuses. Minibuses will depart at no later than 19:30

  
MESSING

4.	Cadets and Directing staff are advised that no meals are available on Friday evening; the first meal will be Saturday breakfast, so all are advised to eat prior to arrival.

5.	Cadets and Directing Staff are to bring all items listed in the Kit list (Annex C).

6.	Cadets and Directing Staff will be eating from MOD 24 hr Ration packs.

7.	All food for cadets (24Hr ORP’s) will be issued at the initial briefing, this will include cadets with special dietary requirements. 

8.	Staff and Cadets will require – mess tins, hexi cookers and hexi blocks for the duration of the activity. Gas cookers are not be taken. Hexis will be issued (To Confirm)

Security and Training Area Access

9.	All Cadets are required to have an up to date F3822 with Photograph in their possession at all times.  Cadets who attend not in possession of F3822 with photograph may be required to withdraw from the Exercise and be collected by their parents.

                    
10.	Cadets are to be dropped off at 2211 Bracknell Sqn HQ, and follow instructions from directing staff.

DRESS

11.	Dress for all staff and cadets are CS95(greens). This is to include an RAF beret, appropriate to rank, and black “Hi-Leg” style combat boots. No other footwear is to be worn. 
  
12.	Appropriate “BLUE” rank slides must be worn at all times.

 
KIT

13.	A full kit list shown at Annex A. 

14.	All equipment on the kit list is required – especially with respect to waterproof and warm clothing – and must be carried from the main entrance to the Training Base.  

15.	All equipment should be packed in webbing and/or a suitable rucksack. Suitcases and carrier bags are not considered suitable.


ACCOMODATION

16.	The accommodation is basic so clothing and sleeping bags should be of sufficient quality bearing in mind the weather at this time of year. (2 Seasons)

17.	 All cadets will be sleeping out in bivvies. Directing staff/NCOs are to check cadet’s kit prior to the activity starting. 

First Aid

18.	Cadets carrying any medication should hand it in on arrival to directing staff. The only exception to this is medication that must be carried on a cadets person such as inhalers.

19.	Cadets should bring and carry personal first aid kits and keep them on them at all times.  

EXECUTION

Command and Control

20. Flt Lt E Jackson Tweddle (2210 Cowley Sqn), is Exercise IC. Ex IC is responsible for all personnel, equipment and health and safety. Plt / Off I Webb is Exercise 2IC. 
21. SC Sgt A Douglas is IC Execution, and is responsible to Ex IC on all matters relative to the exercise. Cpl Mavin is Execution 2IC.
22. CWO L Baker is Exercise Adj.
